Website: This was redesigned and | have tried to keep it up to date especially as concerns match
results - 1 hope those members with access to the Internet found it useful. As with the Handbook
I am happy to include other items if the membership wishes.

Committee: As concerns the Committee there have been a number of changes over the past
few years but you are reminded that if any member wishes to stand for office or committee
they are welcome to do so — | am sure if you do, you will find working on the committee a
rewarding and interesting experience.

My thanks go out to all the officers and players who participated
in arranging and playing in the matches provided. My thanks go to the ladies who | asked to
sort out the cash whilst | have been playing. My thanks to those bowlers who have stepped in
at the last minute enabling the Association to maintain a level of trust and dignity in the eyes
of fellow bowlers.

One small task I have to do is to put the records straight as regards Alan Blatchford and Peter
Cole. I apologise for the error which | made at the Luton game in saying they had not turned
up, they were in fact not down to play. The results this year have been very evenly balanced
and by winning by 2% shots in the last game at Luton the Association won one more game
than it lost with three drawn and one cancelled.

The following proposition was put forward by the Committee and on a proposal from Tony

a. Proposed amendment to the first paragraph of Rule 3. Membership

Membership shall be open to bowlers who are members of Clubs affiliated to the Essex
County Bowling Association or Essex County Indoor Bowling Association. The criteria for
membership shall include, but not be limited to, an achievement of a reasonable level of play,
together with a proven record of service to the sport of bowls. Applications for membership
must be made on the appropriate form, duly completed and signed by an Association member
proposer and seconder, both of whom shall have been members of the Association for a period
not less than 2 years. Those qualified in terms of this rule may be admitted to membership of
the Association at any meeting of the Committee by a ballot, two or more votes to the contrary
shall exclude.

The following proposition was put forward and on a proposal from Jim Woodcock and
seconded by Don Wood was accepted unanimously by the meeting.

b. Proposed addition to the Constitution and Rules of the Association
15. CHILD PROTECTION AND VULNERABLE ADULTS

The Association fully accepts its legal and moral obligation to exercise its duty of care to
protect all children and vulnerable adults participating in its activities and to safeguard their
welfare.

The Association is committed to do this by acknowledging that:
a. The welfare of the individual is paramount
b. Each individual irrespective of age, gender, religion, race or disability has the
right to protection from abuse
c. Each individual has a right to be safe and to be treated with respect and dignity
The Association shall use its best endeavours to ensure that:
d. All allegations of abuse are taken seriously
e. The response to them is swift and appropriate
f.  The effectiveness of this policy is reviewed annually
g. By the appointment of a Child Protection Officer (see under) to whom members
can address concerns in the first instance and who will thereafter see that the
appropriate action is taken.

Notwithstanding any definition of Officers and/or Committee included in the Constitution
and Rules of the Association and in accordance with the above the Committee shall appoint
annually at the first meeting immediately following the Annual General Meeting a Child
Protection Officer.
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The following proposition was put forward and on a proposal from Tony Ellis and seconded
by Peter Driver was accepted unanimously by the meeting.

c. Proposed amendment to Rule 6. Management
